Heifer —
Numbers 19 — Laws of Purification
The Talmud specified the rope used for the heifer, the direction
that it was killed, the words said over it, and a bunch of other
details. Supposedly there have been nine since Moses and the
tenth will be slaughtered by the Messiah.

See also Hebrews 9:13—14 and John 2:6

Goat —
Leviticus 16 — the day of atonement
There were 2 goats — one was selected to be killed, the other one
was set free.

See also 2 Corinthians 5:21 and Isaiah 53:6

Ram —
Speaks of substitution and was part of the consecration of the
priests in Exodus 29
See also Leviticus chapters 5, 8, and 16

Dove and pigeons were used to atone for sin and cleanse from defilement
See also Leviticus 5 and 12, Luke 2:24, and John 2:14

Genesis 16-21

Genesis 16:1-6
Where did they get an Egyptian servant?
Has God not said ...?
Maybe God helps those who help themselves?
Abram listened to the voice of the woman. He took and ate.
Brought a curse in the relationship.
Conflict between the firstborn son and second born son.

Genesis 16:11-12
Angel of the Lord appeared to her, which is the first time this
person shows up.
Ishmael's name means “God will hear”

This is the beginning of the middle east conflict. Ishmael is going
to give birth to twelve sons (Genesis 25:12-18). They will later
be identified with the Midianites (descended from Abraham and
Keturah).




Genesis 17:1-8
Abram's name (father) is changed to Abraham (father of many).
Circumcision becomes the sign of the covenant.
Why circumcise at 8 days old instead of 11 days or 14 days or 3
days?
Prothrombin - Starts forming on day 3 but reaches 110%
on day 8 before leveling out to 100% (normal)

Vitamin K — Starts forming on day 5 to day 7. If this was
missing, the baby would bleed to death.

Genesis 17:15-21
Muslims say that this passage was actually talking about Ishmael.

Genesis 18:1-15
Three measures of flour becomes known as the fellowship meal.
Compare to Matthew 13:33, Luke 13:21.
Sarah laughed — Isaac's name means “laughter.”

Abraham haggles with God over Sodom.

Genesis 19
Sodom destroyed

Lot flees to Zoar (which means “little one” or “smallness”)
God rains on Sodom and Gomorrah sulfur and fire from heaven.

Lot's daughters give birth to Amon and Moab.
